The Provincial Government of Gyeonggi and
Shinhan University jointly host the 2nd
international conference at Art Sonje Center
in Seoul on 11-12 November 2016.

Looking at
the issue from a global perspective or paying
a full attention to the actualities of
borderlands, however, would reveal that there
are productive and dynamic aspects of
borderlands, which play an integral part in
countervailing the divisive forces of
borders.

Throughout the conference, we will discuss
diverse issues on borderlands including
border theorizing from critical geographical
perspectives; the Irish peace process and its
implication to Korea; securitization and
porosity of borders in Europe and
Northeastern Asia, and artistic

representations of borders. In addition,
there will be a separate session dedicated to
evaluating the constant efforts the
Provincial Government of Gyeonggi has made to
promote the inter-Korean cooperation.

I sincerely hope that the conference can
be an invaluable opportunity to share
profound insights and discuss a prospect for
the peaceful future of the Korean peninsula.
